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School Mission

Casa Roble Fundamental High School’s Mission Statement

Supported by a rich tradition of family and community participation, Casa Roble Fundamental High School ensures that each student
will graduate as an exceptionally educated, socially responsible citizen through engagement in our diverse, challenging and relevant
learning experiences.

School Profile

Community: Casa Roble High School, which opened in 1966, is located in the middle class suburban community of Orangevale,
northeast of the state capitol, Sacramento, California. Approximately one fourth of the students attending Casa Roble are from
throughout the San Juan Unified School District and came to the school based on the fundamental concept.

School: Casa Roble, a comprehensive public high school of approximately 1300 students in grades 9-12, places a strong emphasis on
post secondary choices. The school operates on a 4X4 Block System, which allows students to take four classes that meet 90
minutes each day for eighteen weeks.

Casa Roble’s student publications have both earned national recognition. The yearbook, Rampages, has been named bhoth a
Pacemaker winner by the NSPA and a Gold Crown winner by the CSPA since 1992. The Pacemaker and Gold Crown are considered
the Pulitzer of scholastic journalism, with fewer than 10 schools in the country earning both awards. The student built CASA
Chronicle is an online newspaper that has won honorable mention at the National Journalism Convention. CRCN (Casa Roble Cable
Network) has also started to compete and won two SEVA awards last year, both honorable mentions in the feature story category.
(SEVA is Sacramento Educational Video Awards sponsored by the Cable Commission).

Casa Roble’s Air Force Junior ROTC is consistently ranked among the top units in the nation. Their goal is to create “Better Citizens
for America” through a diverse leadership, character building, academic and physical fitness curriculum. It is a well rounded unit that
sent 60% of its 2015 graduating class to college. The program also offers extensive counseling for students trying to earn college
ROTC scholarships or Air Force Academy appointments. Casa Roble’s AFJROTC also had cadets enter service to our country,
representing all four branches of the military. In addition, the unit is extremely involved with numerous community service projects,
including being Stewards of the American River Parkway. In the 2014/15 academic year alone Casa Air Force JROTC logged over 1400
community service hours.

Casa Roble's Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID) program seeks to close the achievement gap by preparing all
students for college readiness and success in a global society. Of last year's seniors, 99.4% were on track to complete the 4-year
college A-G eligibility requirements. Over the last four years, 93.3% of students were accepted to a four-year university their senior
year, with 70.3% enrolling. Of our current senior class of 2016, 100% of students are on track for graduation and 92.5% are on track
for college eligibility. These statistics well outpace the school, district, state and national averages. Beyond academic support, AVID
provides social and emotional support through skill-based instruction, character education, relationship building, student
accountability, and continual counseling. Each year, we take our students on a 3-4 day college field trip, touring a minimum of 8
schools throughout the state, visiting museums, and experiencing life outside of Orangevale. Casa AVID students graduate with
relevant life skills, ready to transition into whatever post-secondary path they choose, but always part of our ever-growing AVID
family.

Student activities include, but are not limited to student government, clubs, drama, leadership, athletics, and special events.

School Staffing: The professional staff consists of; three full time administrators, 48 full-time and 3 part-time teachers, 5 Special
Education teachers and 6 instructional assistants, 3 full-time counselors, one part-time psychologist, one part time nurse and one
library/media specialist.

Grading Standards: Classes are graded on a four-point scale of A=4, B=3, C=2, D=1, and F=-0. Honors and Advanced Placement
courses add one grade point for each class with a “C” grade or better. Both weighted and unweighted grades are reflected on the
transcript, as well as a state GPA, which excludes all ninth grade, physical education, and ROTC grades. Courses taken at the
community college level do not appear on the transcript. All courses attempted are listed on the transcript. Rank is determined from
a student’s cumulative grades for nine through twelve in relation to all students in that grade, and may be based on weighted or
unweighted grade point average. In cases where a course is repeated, only the higher grade is calculated into the GPA.
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Academics

Advanced Placement courses are limited by grade levels and prerequisites. The following AP courses are offered to all qualified
students regardless of grade level: Biology, Calculus (AB/BC), Statistics, and Studio Art. AP Economics is available only to junior and
seniors. AP U.S. History and English Language & Composition are available only to seniors after taking Honors courses in the
sophomore and junior year. AP Literature & Composition is available to juniors who have taken Honors English in sophomore year.
AP Chemistry is available to students who have successfully completed Chemistry and Alg. 2. Honors courses are offered in: Biology;
Chemistry, Physics, Physiology, Earth Science, English 1, 2 and 3; World History, U.S. History.

Graduation Requirements: A total of 280 credits are required for students, who attend Casa Roble for four years, in the following
areas of study. Classes completed with a grade of “D” or better earn 5.0 credits per grading period.

Throughout the 2011-2012 school year, Casa Roble participated in the Site Strategic Planning process for the SJUSD. In the spring of
2013, Casa Roble participated in and was confirmed by an independent WASC visiting team for a six year cycle.Together these
processes allowed for the involvement of wide representation of students, parents,
community, certificated and classified staff to clarify and define the work of the school. The perspectives and conclusions developed
from both hard and soft data
effectively drove the decicisions of our improvement plans. The results of this process called attention to designing and
implementing coordinated systems for ongoing academic, social, and emotional support for each student, a need for the community
of Casa Roble to be valued partners in supporting the learning process, the need to sustain an inclusive nurturing envrionment to
build character, and ensure the implementation of student-centered instructional strategies that promote 21st Century learning and
technological skills.
Additionally the WASC visiting committee selected three critical areas for follow up to include, departmental collaboration, use of
data from formative assessments to inform instruction, use formative assessments to inform instruction, and support of current and
future technology.

From the 2012-2013 data, we drew the following conclusions:

While our overall scores are at state averages, we do have specific subgroups of students who perform much lower than the rest.
Casa Roble needs to reduce the achievement gap among low socio-economic students. Casa Roble needs to improve student
learning in Algebra 1 for all students, as well as develop a system of support for students to successfully complete UC/CSU courses.
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Parental Involvement
Resources available from family, school, district, and community to assist under-achieving students (ESEA)

Involvement of parents, community representatives, classroom teachers, other school personnel, and students in secondary
schools, in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of ConApp programs (5 California Code of Regulations 3932)

Our PTSA organization specifically targets students in their fund allocation plans. Last year, the PTSA provided teachers with a 200
dollar "wish list" for classroom supplies and anything related to student instructional support. The Casa Roble PTSA offers biannual
support of our academic achievement celebration-Renaissance program by hosting breakfast and donating 200 dollar student bank
bonds at each of the two events. Additionally, the PTSA regularly hosts events for our staff.

Casa Roble also has a very active Boosters organization who tirelessly support student extracurricular activities throughout the
campus, offer support and donations when and where needed.

Parents posted a broad, representative involvement in the WASC and Site Strategic Planning Teams and proved to be critical to the
development of our improvement plans. Parent involvement in these processes have been particularly helpful in refining our plans
for student improvement.

Parents sit as members of our School Site Council and provide valuable input to the development and improvment of our site needs.
